The recent General Social Survey revealed that ‘Nones’ are 
now the largest religious demographic in the US. That is, 
those claiming no religious faith whatsoever now outnumber 
those who claim to belong to any other religious group, 
including both Catholics and Evangelical Christians.

According to the report, “those of ‘no religion’ (23.1%) are 
statistically the same size as evangelicals (22.8%). For Americans, 
this is new territory, and represents a marked departure of where 
our nation has been throughout its history.

Church: εκκλησιά: Ekklesia

Means: called out ones. Not a building



EKKLESIA: JESUS CHOSE THIS BECAUSE OF THE WAY THE EKKLESIA 
OPERATED IN HIS TIME.   

The Romans were in charge, but would select a governor to 
send to rule over a region.  There the Governor would call 
out a group of (in this case) Jewish citizens and give them 
authority to help him enforce the law and the government of 
the Roman empire in that region. They were “a called out 
group of people” who made decisions in law, finance, 
judgments, legal decisions, etc. 

EKKLESIA



When Jesus referred to the church, it was not a religious term at all.  
Using the ekklesia that existed at that time as and example, He was 
saying: you are my extension of heaven’s government in the earth.  
You are my representatives; my ambassadors. 

This is a far cry from what we believe the church to be today!
